  SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION FOR 
MISSOURI URBAN JOURNALISM WORKSHOP

July 9-17, 2011
A Missouri School of Journalism Program and Dow Jones Newspaper Fund
High school students:  Here’s your chance to apply for one of the nation’s longest running journalism workshops for high school students.  If you get accepted you will spend 9 days at the world’s first school of journalism at the University of Missouri in Columbia, MO.  Workshoppers will train with professional journalists and faculty and work on projects that give you hands-on experience in different areas of journalism.  We recommend that you not apply to other workshops being held at the same time since we have a limited number of spaces.  If you get accepted and then don’t attend at the last minute, this eliminates another student from attending.    
If you are selected to participate, you’ll get a $1,600 scholarship that covers breakfasts and dinners, a dormitory room, use of equipment, labs, and all instruction during the workshop.  Funds come from the Dow Jones Newspaper Fund of Princeton, N.J., Missouri School of Journalism, University of Missouri, Missouri Press Association, Missouri Broadcasters Association, and many other newspapers and media outlets.

Out-of-state students are asked to provide their own transportation to Missouri.  Once in Missouri, we provide transportation from the airports, Amtrak or a bus station.  Missouri students are asked to provide their own transportation to Columbia.  You also need about $80.00 for lunches.  We ask that you send a $20.00 deposit with your application. Check or Money Order should be made payable to Missouri Urban Journalism Workshop.  Those selected for the workshop will get the $20.00 returned.   If you cannot afford the $20.00 we will work with you!  Do NOT let this deposit keep you from applying!
We ask that you complete the application form immediately and mail no later than April 11, 2011.  The selection committee will choose students May 5th and notifications will be made shortly thereafter so travel arrangements can be made.  Please include ALL the material for which we ask.  We understand that your transcript will sometimes be delayed.  Send your packet and make sure your school sends the transcript.
