Contestants are allowed
to use their notes during the writing portion of the contest. You may also consult a dictionary,
thesaurus, AP Stylebook, and/or an electronic spellchecker.

Immediately following the presentation, a short break will be given before students will begin
writing their stories.

You may not talk with the speaker or anyone else during the writing portion of the contest, except
to clarify these rules.

You will be notified at 30 minutes and again at 15 minutes before the deadline to allow time for
error checks. The final version may contain neat erasure marks.

The judges will look for a simple and clear editorial statement; evidence of artistic ability; a novel
approach; absence of trite and melodramatic imagery; wit; effective conveyance of message;
quality of drawing; simplicity of line.

DO NOT write any identifying information on th written portion of the contest except your entry
code number. Place your entry code number in the upper RIGHT hand corner of your finished
product.

(DO NOT put this identifying information on any page of the written portion of the contest. If any
identifying mark is mentioned or implied, the entry will be disqualified. Only Your contest entry
code is to appear on the written portion of the contest.
