You will be notified at 30 minutes and again at 15 minutes before the deadline to allow time for
error checks. The final version may contain neat erasure marks.

The judges will look for Clear expression of opinions; opinions supported with examples; use of
colorful details; well-organized story flow with good transitions; factual; elminination of extraneous
material.

DO NOT write any identifying information on th written portion of the contest except your entry
code number. Place your entry code number in the upper RIGHT hand corner of each page.

(DO NOT put this identifying information on any page of the written portion of the contest. If any
identifying mark is mentioned or implied, the entry will be disqualified. Only Your contest entry
code is to appear on the written portion of the contest.
